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HELPFUL INFORMATION

Climate

St. Petersburg is characterized by the temperate climate. It is quite mild and humid with frequent fogs and rains. Usually June is moderately warm in St. Petersburg. June is a period of white nights when the sun is shining nearly all the day. The average June temperature is 17,8°C. Temperatures range from 15 to 25°C (59 -77°F). There is a chance of occasional rains. We recommend to have a raincoat, sweater and umbrella.

TIME

St. Petersburg is situated in the Moscow standard time zone (MST), which differs from Greenwich Mean Time (GMT): Summer MST = GMT + 4 hours

Currency and exchange
The national currency unit in Russia is the rouble. Foreign currency may be exchanged in banks, at the airport and hotels and in currency exchange offices located throughout the city. Exchange rates are always posted. Travel checks may be used for your payments. To pay for some services and goods you can use the major international credit cards.

Travel

St. Petersburg is easy to reach via many daily convenient flight connections from main European and American cities. Travelling by bus, car, ship or train is also possible from European cities and neighbouring countries. St. Petersburg

 “Pulkovo-2” International Airport is 17 km away from the centre of the city. 

When using a transit flight via Moscow and domestic flight to St. Petersburg,

 the plane will land at the airport "Poulkovo-1" which is situated 3 km from the "Pulkovo-2". 

TRANSFER

A representative of the Organizing Committee will meet you at the airport if you notify Symposium Coordinator of the flight and date of your arriving in advance.

Public transportation
St. Petersburg has a fast and comfortable underground (metro) system. Metro fare is paid with a token, which costs 22 roubles one way regardless of the distance and number of underground transfers during a trip. Tokens can be purchased at a booking office inside every station. With few exceptions, the hotels we offer are located close to an underground station. In addition, St. Petersburg has a network of trams, buses and trolleybuses. There is a traffic problem in the city.

UNESCO recognized Saint Petersburg as the 8th most beautiful city of the world. It impresses one by a combination of magnificent architecture with strict planning of its broad streets, squares, parks, gardens, canals and museums of great rarity. It could be rightly called an open-air museum. The cold, marshy plain was transferred in to a miracle city by man's efforts and the dull northern environment has also become part of St Petersburg's charm. The city is famous for its White Nights. During this period witch lasts for about 50 days (from June 1 until July 15), the sun is shining almost 24 hours a day.

For almost two centuries it was the burial place for the Russian emperors and the members of the royal family. The remains of Nicholas II and the members of his family were buried there in 1998.
